	Ellen Ryan from Fair Train gave a presentation

‘Third Sector Apprenticeship frameworks and how CYP leads in each CVS could promote this among its members’
Fair Train was established 2 years ago to help set up training provision in the Voluntary and Community Sector. This followed concerns over how training funding and support was being delivered nationally. 
130 members are so far a member of Fair Train who serves the whole of England.

The issue of apprenticeships is very topical with the high levels of youth unemployment where now an increasing of young people is applying for apprenticeships instead of going to university.

There will a conference on 8th February that will have information about how VCS can apply for the Youth Contract funding which was announced by the Government last month.

Fair Train have launched the apprenticeship framework which is now live on the National Apprenticeship Scheme website. The frameworks cover fundraising, volunteer management, and campaigning. The training is delivered by Rathbone who cover all the costs, including the £2.60 an hour that is the legal minimum wage for apprentices. It is a Level 3 apprenticeship.  4-5 apprenticeships in fundraising have already started.
Kristine and Fiona said that both Hackney and Hillingdon CVS are both direct providers of apprenticeships. Ellen Ryan said she was interested to getting more information to use as case studies.
Ellen Ryan said there was national support for providers of apprenticeships e.g. the Government fully funds training for 16-18 year old and has just recently announced that it will offer a wage subsidy of £2,000 a year. 
There was discussion on how to persuade VCS groups to take on apprenticeships. One way was to encourage groups to jointly host one, particularly if most of their staff worked part-time. Also to give more support to VCS groups over their own supervision skills. Finally to evidence how apprentices were ‘value-added’ e.g. fundraising apprenticeships helping to bring in more income from more diverse funders.
